Col 3:1-4 or I Cor 5:6b-8:  St. Paul reminds us that “Our paschal lamb, Christ, has been sacrificed.  Therefore, 
let us celebrate the feast not with the old yeast, the yeast of malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened 
bread of sincerity and truth.” 

Jn 20:1-9: On the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala, Simon Peter and John came to the tomb and found it 
empty but “They did not yet understand the Scripture that he had to rise from the dead.”
