APRIL 18, 2010
Third Sunday of Easter

Theme/Call To Worship

The readings for the Third Sunday of Easter focus on some of the initial experiences of Peter and the Apostles as
they begin building the church. Itis the resurrected Christ who reveals to Peter that his leadership will be tested and
that the early church will suffer persecution. As is evident from today’s readings, the earliest Christians found
meaning and purpose in their suffering: it served to glorify God.

Introduction To The Word

Acts 5:27-32, 40b-41: Today’s first reading from Acts confirms the early church’s proclamation: through the life,
death, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus, God has fulfilled past promises to Israel: and adds that in Jesus’ death
and resurrection God grants “Israel repentance and forgiveness of sins.”

Rev 5:11-14: The second reading from the Book of Revelation comes from the beginning of John’s second
vision. In this vision, John sees that Jesus has proven that he is “worthy” of worship, because his suffering,
death and resurrection were a means to glorify God.

Jn 21:1-19 or 21:1-14: The Gospel reading for today narrates the third and final resurrection appearance of
Jesus to the disciples in the Gospel of John. The focus is almost exclusively on Peter and the demands that
will be placed upon him as the leader of the church. In the dialogue between Jesus and Peter, Jesus
challenges Peter’s leadership. Jesus teaches Peter that “feeding” and “tending” the sheep (the followers of
Jesus) means first and foremost loving Jesus, and second, following Jesus in his suffering.
