Fourth Sunday of Easter 

Theme/Call To Worship 
Beginning on this Fourth Sunday of Easter and for the remainder of the Easter season, the first readings from the 
Acts of the Apostles address one of the most significant developments in the early church: the Gentile mission.  In 
fact, one of the main reasons that St. Luke writes the story of the early church is to explain to others how it is that so 
many Gentiles belong to a movement rooted in the Jewish Messiah. 

Introduction To The Word 
Acts 13:14, 43-52: The first reading from Acts recounts some of the details of St. Paul’s first of three missionary 
journeys.  On this first journey, a pattern of Jewish rejection and Gentile acceptance emerges. 

Rev 7:9, 14b-17: The second reading is a continuation of St. John’s vision of God and Jesus in heaven being 
worshipped by “a great multitude.”  Significant here is that St. John sees individuals in heaven “from every nation, 
race, people and tongue.”  A vision that reinforces what scholars think was the demographics of the early church, as 
well as the church’s fundamental message that Jesus is the universal savior. 

Jn 10:27-30: The Gospel reading for today shows Jesus as the shepherd leading his sheep to eternal life.  Jesus as 
“the Good Shepherd” was a popular image for Jesus in the early church because it helped support the reality that 
many “sheep” from all nations had faith in the resurrected Christ and were joining the church.
