The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ 

Theme/Call To Worship 
The readings for the solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ present to us sacred meals – meals that 
foreshadow the Eucharist.  The divine meal that connects us to our biblical roots reminds us of the blessings we 
receive from God and reminds us of the importance of sharing this sacred meal of thanksgiving with each other. 

Introduction To The Word 
Gn 14:18-20: The first reading taken from the Book of Genesis recounts the first meal recorded in the Bible.  A meal 

of thanksgiving in which Melchizedek, king of Salem, blesses Abraham and God with a meal of bread and wine for a 
military victory over his enemies.  Melchizedek is mentioned only one other time in the Old Testament when the 
psalmist speaks of him as “a priest forever.”  In the New Testament this eternal priesthood of Melchizedek is seen 
as a type of foreshadowing of the eternal priesthood of Christ. 

1 Cor 11:23-26: The second reading, taken from St. Paul’s letter to the Corinthians, recounts another meal of 

thanksgiving, the Last Supper.  From a historical perspective, this Pauline text is significant since it preserves the 
earliest attestation of the institution of the Eucharist. 

Lk 9:11b-17: In today’s Gospel St. Luke relates the miraculous feeding of the five thousand, one of the few miracle 

stories preserved in all four Gospels.  In each Gospel account, Jesus performs the fourfold actions of taking, 
blessing, breaking and distributing the bread, which provides clear Eucharistic overtones to this miracle.  Another 
consistent feature in all of the Gospel traditions is the mention of “twelve wicker baskets” filled with the fragments of 
left over food, as a connection to “the Twelve” disciples who initially encouraged Jesus to dismiss the crowds.  This 
Gospel meal story speaks to God’s unlimited ability to feed us in comparison to our all-too-often human hesitation to 
reach out to the hungry.
