Theme/Call To Worship 
This Sunday, the readings call us to have the faith to participate in God’s desire for all of us to share with each other 
out of our abundance. 

Introduction To The Word 
Wis 1:13-15; 2:23-24: In the first reading from the book of Wisdom, we are taught that God “fashioned all things 
that they might have being,” that “God did not make death…but by the envy of the devil, death entered the world.” 
2 Cor 8:7, 9, 13-15: In the second reading, St. Paul speaks of Jesus as a role model, to demonstrate our obligation 
to share from our abundance with each other.  To emphasize this lesson, he demonstrated that this principle was 
always part of God’s teaching by quoting from the book of Exodus (Ex 16:18). 
Mk 5:21-43 or 5:21-24, 35b-43: In the Gospel, St. Mark uses two stories: the raising of Jairus’ daughter from the 
dead and the healing of the hemorrhaging woman, to show that the door to miracles is opened by faith in Jesus.
