Introduction To The Word

I Exodus 19:2-6a God tells Moses that the Israelites will be “dearer to me than all other people, though
all the earth is mine.” Even though God loves all people, the Israelites would be a special and holy

nation if they honored God’s covenant.

1L Romans 5:6-11 Paul describes how all sinners have been reconciled to God by Christ’'s death. Now it
is possible for all people to be saved by His life, if we follow the teachings of Jesus.

Gospel Matthew 9:36-10:8 Jesus felt great pity toward the crowd, who lay on the ground exhausted. Jesus

knew that many people needed leadership, so He sent His disciples out to teach. He gave the twelve the

power to cure disease and expel unclean spirits. Jesus told them, “The gift you have received, give as a gift.”
